	LESSON PROCEDURE (30 pts.)

	Introduction of Lesson 


	I will begin the lesson by playing an audio clip of myself narrating a short trickster tale.  Then there will be a brief discussion about it.  Students will be placed in small groups sharing laptops


	(5 pts.)

	Lesson Procedure, Web Site Use, and Technology Standard


	I will be integrating my technology standard with my lesson simultaneously.  I will identify the name of the browser we are using, explain the meaning of URL as I am typing my website address in the bar, and explain what the links on my web page do and why.  At the end of the lesson, I will use and explain search engines, as well as the best way to enter search terms, (Google) to students to look up something about trickster tales.  

The introduction page just explains to students how to use this website.  There is an audio clip on the bottom that narrates a short trickster tale in my voice.  A short discussion will follow. 

The content pages consist of tricksters and trickster tales from different cultures, and should be followed in order.  Go through each page and read about characters from each culture and their respective characteristics.  Click on any buttons, videos, interactive elements, or multimedia that appears on each content page in the order it appears.  If a story or passage from a story appears, take special notice of it and or have a very brief discussion about it.  Note that the lesson does not have to go in this order and it can be used as a supplement, but this is the way it was designed.  

The quiz page assesses what students learned while using the website, and the about and sources/references pages just have information about how the page was made/its purpose and the sources used to make the page.

	ASSESSMENT (22 pts.)

	How will students be assessed? 
	Ms. Loof has suggested that this lesson can be easily applicable to Percy Jackson and the Olympians, which students have been studying in their classes.  It is possible that they may actually receive a quiz or spend time talking about this in their classes, but we will certainly have discussion about it in the library (that’s one of the main assessment methods we use)

	1.  Students will be able to identify at least 3 different trickster characters.

        -We will mainly use discussion to assess this, and whichever one of us is not teaching will keep notes on this.
